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The Common Learning - teaching strategies adopted by teachers
in Alquaiyah in Saudi Arabia according to teachers,
head teachers and school supervisors point view

Abstract

This study aimed at investigating teaching strategies in the general
education from the viewpoints of teachers, school supervisors and head
teachers in Alquaiyah Area in Saudi Arabia. To carry out the study a scale
(a questionnaire) was applied after having validated its psychometric traits.
This scale consists of three main domains (behavioral strategies, cognitive
strategies, affective strategies). A sample of subjects consisting of (256)
teachers, (85) head teachers and (41) school supervisors were investigated.
The Means and the Standard deviations were calculated by one-way
ANOVA to answer the questions raised by the researchers. The results of
the study showed that there were statistically significant differences in using
learning - teaching strategies in favor of teachers. The results also showed
that there were no statistically significant differences between the
viewpoints of head teachers and school supervisors in using Learning -
teaching strategies in the three domains. The study came out with the
following findings:

- It is important to use modern teaching techniques in classroom by mixing
behavioral, cognitive and affective teaching strategies.

- Teachers need to have sufficient training in implementing these teaching
strategies in their classes.

- Further researches need to be carried out to investigate the most common
learning & teaching strategies by adding some other independent variables
such as ( sex, experience and educational qualifications) in consideration

- There is a practical need for assessment and measurement tools to be
available, to be used in evaluating the most common learning & teaching
strategies by applying these measurements on other samples of subjects in

other provinces in the Kingdom.
